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The European network of digital cities

TeleCities is an open network of local authorities for concerted urban development through information and telecommunication technology. The aim is to provide an open cooperation network for European Digital Cities, through which they will achieve a common understanding of the urban demand for telematics services, applications and infrastructures which support the regeneration of urban areas through:

· Economic development and strategies to tackle unemployment, including teleworking;

· Social development and improved quality of life;

· New solutions to fight social exclusion;

· Maximising the benefits of the Information Society in the urban environment;

· Improving the quality of city services through the development of electronic services and electronic commerce.

TeleCities was initiated as a sister network of Eurocities (the European association of metropolitan cities) in 1993 by a working group of cities wishing to cooperate in developing the potential of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) applications in order to support the economic regeneration and social and cultural development of cities throughout Europe.

One reason for the success of TeleCities as a cooperation network is the opportunity offered to local and regional decision makers to meet, exchange experiences and discuss issues concerning the Information Society.

With 128 members (including 115 from 13 member states of the European Union) TeleCities brings together a rich diversity of skills, expertise and experience representing all aspects of European urban telematics demand. TeleCities aims to build consensus on the development of a harmonised information infrastructure including the widest possible range of practical applications and services.

Activities 

· Defining priorities, needs and actions for European cities in the Information Society;

· Developing an effective dialogue between cities and relevant European institutions working in the field of new ICTs;

· Participating in the building of the Global Information Society and promoting actions led by cities (Global Cities Dialogue);

· Setting-up working groups between cities and projects of common interest where European support presents an opportunity for developing value added telematics applications;

· Supporting cities’ decision makers to develop local information society strategies and to promote the deployment and transfer of results of European ICT research projects.

How to subscribe

The TeleCities network is open to all EU and EFTA cities and towns on the annual payment of a 3000 Euro fee and by providing a contact person and an elected representative for TeleCities matters. For Eurocities members there is no additional fee.

Associate membership is open to other public bodies (regional authorities, Chambers of Commerce, Technology Parks) and to cities and towns outside the EU and EFTA for 3000 Euro.  This fee is reduced to 600 Euro for Central and Eastern Europe or non-EU Mediterranean Basin countries.

Private sector companies may apply for associate member status by paying an annual fee of 600 Euro for SMEs and 3000 Euro for other companies.
